PRESENT, 

The KING's Most Excellent Majesty in Council. 
Whereas the territories of Africa situate within the limits of this Order are under the 

tection of His Majesty the King, and are known as the East Africa Protectorate ; 
And whereas by Treaty, grant ,usage, sufferance, and other lawful means, His Majesty has  
er and jurisdiction within the said territories : 
Now, therefore, His Majesty, by virtue and in exercise of the powers on this behalf by the 

oreign Jurisdiction Act, 1890, or otherwise, in His Majesty vested, is pleased, by and with 
e advice of His Privy Council, to order, and it is hereby ordered, as follows :— 

Preliminary. 
1. This Order may be cited as The East Africa Order in Council, 1902." 
The limits of this Order are the territories comprised in the East Africa Protectorate, 

hich includes the territories bounded on east and north-east by the Indian Ocean, the Juba 
ver, the south-western boundary of the Italian sphere, on the north by the Abyssinian 
ntier, on the west by the Uganda Protectorate, and on the south by the German sphere, and 
hides all adjacent islands between the mouths of the Rivers Juba and Umba. 

The said territories are in this Order referred to as " East Africa " and" the Protectorate." 
If His Majesty is pleased to direct that any other territories, for the time being under the 

otection of His Majesty, shall form part of the East Africa Protectorate, those territories 
all, from and after a date to be fixed by an order of the Secretary of State, be deemed to be 
thin the limits of this Order. In like manner, if His Majesty is pleased to direct that any 

tories for the time being forming part of the East Africa Protectorate shall cease to form 
thereof, those territories shall, from and after a date to be fixed by an order of the Secre-
of State, cease to be within the limits of this Order. 
2. In this Order— 
"Secretary. of State" means one of His Majesty's Principal Secretaries of State ; 
"'Crown lands " means all public lands in East Africa which are subject to the control of 

jesty by virtue of any Treaty, Convention, or Agreement, or of His Majesty's Protect-
and all lands which shall have been acquired by His Majesty for the public service or 

wise howsoever ; 
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" Gazette " means the Gazette of the East Africa Protectorate ; 
" Person " includes Corporation ; 
Words importing the plural or the singular may be construed as referring to one p 

or thing, or to More than one person or thing, and words importing the masculine as refe 
to females (as the case may require). 

3.—(1.) MThere this Order or any Ordinance confers a power or imposes a duty, t 
unless a contrary intention appears, the power may be exercised and the duty shall be 
formed from time to time as occasion requires. 

(2.) Where this Order or any Ordinance confers a power or imposes a duty on the ho 
of an office, then, unless a contrary intention appears, the power may be exercised and 
duty shall be performed by the holder of the office for the time being, or by a person 
appointed to act for him. 

(:3.) Where this Order or any Ordinance confers a power to make rules, regulation 
orders, then, unless a contrary intention appears, the power shall be construed as includin 
pctiver, exercisable in the like manner and subject to the like approval and conditions (if 
to rescind, revoke, amend, or vary the rules, regulations, or orders. 

(1.) Expressions defined in this Order shah have the same respective meanings it

The Commissioner shall not be bound to return a fugitive offender to a B 
possession unless satisfied that the proceedings to obtain his return are taken with the co 
of the Governor of that possession. 

(d.) For the purposes of Part II of the said Act, Uganda, Zanzibar, the East Africa 
tectorate, and all British possessions and Protectorates in Africa south of the Equator 
deemed to be one group of British possessions. 

14. Where under the Merchant Shipping Act, 1894, or any amending Act, anythin 
authorized to be done by, to, or before a British Consular officer, such thing may be done 
any place in[the Protectorate at which there is no Consular officer, by such officer of 
Protectorate Government as the Commissioner may appoint. 

Courts of Justice. 
15.—(1.) There shall be a Court of Record styled " His Majesty's High Court of 

Africa " (in this Order referred to as the High Court) with full jurisdiction, civil and trim 
over all persons and over all matters in East Africa. 

(2.) Such civil and criminal jurisdiction shall, so far as circumstances admit, be exert 
in conformity with the Civil Procedure, Criminal Procedure, and Penal Codes of India, and, 
other Indian Acts which are in force in East Africa at the commencement of this Order, ex 
so far as may be otherwise provided by law. 

(3.) The High Court shall sit at such place or places as the Commissioner may appoin 
(4.) The High Court shall have a seal bearing the style of the Court and a de 

approved by the Secretary of State ; but until such a seal is provided, a stamp bearing 
words " High Court of East Africa " may be used instead thereof. 

16.—(1.) The High Court shall be a Court of Admiralty, and shall exercise Admir 
jurisdiction in all matters arising on the high seas or elsewhere or upon any lake or 
navigable inland waters or otherwise relating to ships and shipping. 

(2.) The following enactments of the Colonial Courts of Admiralty Act, 1890, that is 
say, section 2, sub-sections (2) to (4), sections 5 and 6, section 16, sub-section (3), shall ap 
to the High Court as if in the said sections the said Court were mentioned in lieu of a Cols .r. 
Court of Admiralty and the Protectorate were referred to in lieu of a British possession. 

(3.) Admiralty jurisdiction may be conferred by Ordinance on any Court subordina 
the High Court. 

(4.) Any Ordinance varying or affecting the Admiralty jurisdiction of any Court or 
ferring Admiralty jurisdiction on any Court shall not come into force unless it has been 
viously approved by the Secretary of State, and such approval shall be recited therein. 

17.—(1.) There shall be as many Judges of the High Court as may from time to ti 
required. 

(2.) Every Judge shall be appointed by His Majesty, and shall hold office d 
pleasure. 

(3.) When there are more Judges than one, the principal Judge shall Jaye such dis 
guishing title as the Secretary of State may approve. 

(4.) In any case of death, illness, or absence, or in any other emergency, the Co 
sioner may appoint an acting Judge. 

18.—(1.) Courts subordinate to the High Court, and Courts of special jurisdiction, 
be constituted by or under the provisions of any Ordinance as occasion requires. 

(2.) Provision may be made by Ordinance for the hearing and determining of app 
from any such Court by the High Court or otherwise. 

19. Article 10 of this Order shall apply to the appointment of all Judges and Magis 
(other than Judges of the High Court), and to Registrars and other principal officers of 
High Court in like manner as it applies to public officers, and the provisions of that Article 
hating to clerks and other subordinate officers shall apply to all Courts. 

20. In all cases, civil and criminal, to which natives are parties, every Court (a) s 
guided by native,, law so far as it is applicable and is not repugnant to justice and moralit 
inconsistent with any Order in Council or Ordinance, or any regulation or rule made unde 
Order in Council or Ordinance ; and (b) shall decide all such cases according to subs 
justice without undue regard to technicalities of procedure and without undue delay. 

21. If any sentence of death is pronounced by the High Court a copy of the evidence 
be transmitted to the Commissioner, and the sentence shall not be carried into effect until 
firmed by him. 

22. Subject to the provisions of any Ordinance, the High Court may, with the app 
of the Commissioner, make rules for regulating the practice and procedure of the High 
and of all other Courts which may be established in East Africa. 

The power to make rules under this Article shall include (a) a power to fix fees and 
of remuneration, and (b) a power to regulate the conditions on which persons may be 
to practice as advocates or solicitors in the Courts of East Africa. 

At the first available opportunity after any such rules are made, the Commissioner 
transmit an authenticated copy thereof to the Secretary of State. 
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Removal and Deportation. 
24. Where an offender convicted before any Court is sentenced to imprisonment, and the 

mmissioner, proceeding under section 7 of The Foreign J arisdictiuo Act, 1890, authority in 
at behalf being hereby given to him, considers it expedient that the sentence should be carried

25.—(1.) Where it is shown by evidence on oath, to the satisfaction of the Commissioner

is intriguing against His Majesty's power and authority in East Africa the Commissioner 
y, if he thinks fit, by order under his hand and official seal order that person to be deported 
in the Protectorate to such place as the Commissioner may direct. 

(2.) The place shall be a place in some part (if any) of His Majesty's dominions to which 
person b_ elongs, or the Government of which consents to the reception of persons deported 

O der this rde•, or to some place under the protection of His Majesty. 
(3.) An appeal shall not lie against an order of deportation made under this Article. 
(4.) If any person deported under this Order returns to the Protectorate without the per-

sion in writing of the Secretary of State (which permission the Secretary of State may give) 
shall be deemed guilty of an offence, and liable, on conviction, to imprisonment for any 
'ad not exceeding three months, with or without a fine not exceeding five hundred rupees ; 
the shall also he liable to be forthwith again deported. 

(5.) The Commissioner, by order under his hand and official seal, may vary or rescind 
order of deportation under this Article. 
(6.) The Commissioner shall forthwith report to the Secretary of State every order made 

him under this Article, and the grounds thereof, and the proceedings thereunder. 
26.—(1.) Where under this Order a person is to be removed or deported from the Pro-

torate, he shall, by warrant of the Commissioner under his hand and seal, be detained, 
ecessary, in custody or in prison, until a fit opportunity for his removal or deportation occurs, 

d then, if he is to be deported beyond sea, be put on board one of His Majesty's vessels of 
or, if none is available, then on board some other British or other fit vessel. 
(2.) The warrant of the Commissioner shall be sufficient authority to the person to whom 
directed or delivered for execution and to the Commander or master of the vessel to 
we and detain the person therein named, in the manner therein prescribed, and te remove 
carry him to the place therein named, according to the warrant. 
(3.) Tn case of removal for any .  purpose other than deportation, VI warrant of the

27. Subject to the other provisions of this Order, all expenses of removal of prisoners and 
s, and the expenses of deportation, and of the sending of any person to Zanzibar, or to 
art of His Majesty's dominions or Protectorates, including expenses of maintenance, shall 
frayed in such manner as the Secretary. of State directs. 

Supplementary. 

28. On the commencement of this Order, the following Orders in Council shall be repealed o

Provided as follows :-

(2.) Every appointment of a Judge or other officer and every Giu•t established and 
ng at the commencement of this Order shall, until other provision is made, continue to he 
this Order had not been passed. 
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(3.) All legal proceedings begun under the said repealed Orders and pending at the c 
mencernent of this Order shall be continued as if this Order had not been passed. 

(4.) All regulations and rules made under the said repealed Orders shall remain 
force until otherwise provided by Ordinance. 

29. This Order shall commence and have effect as follows :- 
(1.) As to the making of any warrant or appointment, the framing of Ordinances 

Rules of Procedure, the issue of instructions, and as to any other provisions necessary 
bringing this Order into effect, immediately from and after the date of this Order. 

(2.) As to all other matters and provisions comprised and contained in this Order, 
mediately after this Order is first published in the Gazette, and the time of such publical  
shall be deemed to be the time of the commencement of this Order.

The KING's Most Excellent Majesty in Council. 

Whereas by Treaty, grant, usage, sufferance, and other lawful means His Majesty 
power and jurisdiction within the territories of Africa known as the East Africa, Uganda, 
British Central Africa Protectorates (in this Order referred to as " the said Protectorate 

And whereas it is expedient that a Court should be established for the hearing and de 
mining of appeals from His Majesty's Courts in the said Protectorates : 

Now, therefore, His Majesty, by virtue and in exercise of the powers in this behal : 
" The Foreign Jurisdiction Act, 1890," or otherwise in His Majesty vested, is pleased, by 
with the advice of His Privy Council, to order, and it is hereby ordered, as follows :- 

1. This Order may be cited as " Eastern African Protectorates (Court of Appeal) 0 
in Council, 1902." 

2. A Court shall be constituted, called His Britannic Majesty's Court of Appeal for Eas 
Africa (in this Order referred to as " the Court of Appeal,") which shall exercise such 
pellate jurisdiction and such other powers in relation to the High Courts and other Cou 
the said Protectorates ss may from time to time be conferred by Ordinances passed under 
provisions of the Orders in Council relating to the said Protectorates respectively. 

3. The members of the Court of Appeal shall be the Judge or Judges for the time b 
of His Majesty's Court for Zanzibar, and the Judge or Judges for the time being of the 
Courts of the said Protectorates respectively, and such other competent person or persons, if 
each being a member of the Bar of England, Scotland, or Ireland, of not less than five y 
standing, as the Secretary of State may from time to time appoint. 

4. The precedence of the Judges of the Court of Appeal shall be determined acco 
to instructions to be given from time to time by the Secretary of State. 

5. For the hearing and determining of appeals, three Judges of the Court of A 
shall sit together ; but provision may be made by Rules of Court for the hearing of any s 
fled classes of cases by less than three Judges. 

6. The Court of Appeal may sit at such places in Zanzibar, or in any of the said Pro 
orates as may be fixed by Rules of Court. 

7. The Secretary of State may appoint a Registrar and such other officers of the C 
of Appeal as may be necessary. 

8.-(1.) The Court of Appeal may make Rules of Court with respect to all matte 
procedure relating to the exercise of its jurisdiction. 

(2.) Rules of Court when allowed by the Secretary of State shall have effect as if 
tamed in this Order : Provided that in case of urgency declared in the Rules, the same shall 
effect before such allowance, and shall continue to have effect unless and until they are mo 
or altered by the Secretary of State, and are published by the Court of Appeal as so mo 
or altered. 

9.-(1.) When a final judgment or order of the Court of Appeal made in a civil 
involves the amount or value of 10,000 rupees or upwards any party aggrieved thereby 
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in such time as may be prescribed by Rules of Court or, if no",time is prescribed, within 
e months after the same is made or given, apply by petition to the Court of Appeal 
leave to appeal to His Majesty the King in Council. 
(2.) The applicant shall give security to the satisfaction of the Court of Appeal to an 
tint riot exceeding the amount or value of 5,000 rupees for prosecution of the appeal, and 
such costs in the event of the dismissal of the appeal for want of prosecution as the Court 
ppeal may award, and for payment of all such costs as may be awarded to any respondent 

His Majesty in Council, or by the Lords of the Judicial Committee of His Majesty's Privy 

(3.) He shall also pay into the Court of Appeal a sum estimated by that Court to be the 
omit of the expense of the making up and transmission to England of the transcript of the 
rd. 
(4.) If security and payment are so given and made within such time as may be pres-

ed by Rules of Court, then, and not otherwise, the Court of Appeal shall give leave to 
al, and the appellant shall be at liberty to prefer and prosecute his appeal to His Majesty 
ouncil according to the Rules for the time being in force respecting appeals to His Majesty 
ouncil from his Colonies, or such other Rules as His Majesty in Council from time to time 
ks fit to make concerning appeals from the Court of Appeal. 
(5.) In any case the Court of Appeal if it considers it just or expedient to do so, may 
leave to appeal on the terms and in the manner aforesaid. 
10.—(1.) Where leave to appeal to His Majesty in Council is applied for by a person 
red to pay money or do any other act, the Court of Appeal shall direct either that the

Crown Lands. 
It is hereby enacted as follows :- 
1. This Ordinance may be cited as " The Crown Lands Ordinance, 1902." 
2. All conveyances, leases, and 'licences for the temporary occupation of Crow 

made on behalf of His Majesty shall be made, and all proceedings, notices, and doer 
under this Ordinance shall be taken or drawn, in the name of the Commissioner, and say 
therein otherwise provided shall be deemed to be made under and subject to the provisiOn 
this Ordinance and of any rules for the time being in force under this Ordinance. 

3. A conveyance, lease, or licence for the temporary occupation of Crown land 
this Ordinance shall not confer any right to minerals in or under the said land, or to the 
of any river or lake.

Where an agreement has been entered into for the sale of Crown land and' 
portion of the price therein mentioned paid the laud shall vest in the purchaser, but the 
missioner shall have a lien on the land for the balance of the purchase money. 

(2.) If the balance of the purchase money is not paid within six months from the 
of the agreement, or within such other period as may be specified in the agreement, the 
shall revert to the Commissioner, and all money paid shall be forfeited. 
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(3.) No purchaser of Crown land shall be entitled to a conveyance until the whole of the 
irchase money has been paid.
