1. These Regulations may be cited as the Bio-diesel Licensing 
Regulations, 2009. 

2.In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires – 

“Act” means the Energy Act No.12 of 2006; 

“automotive gas oil”  also referred to as diesel fuel has the 
meaning given to it under the international standard on petroleum 
terminology ISO 1998-1:1998 and meets the specifications of KS 
1309-1:2003 Part 1; 

“bio-diesel” means raw bio-diesel that has already undergone the 
transesterification process and is ready to be blended into automotive 
gas oil; 

“bio-diesel B5” means diesel fuel that has been blended with bio-
diesel in the ratio of 95 percent automotive gas oil and 5 percent bio-
diesel; 

"Commission" means the Energy Regulatory Commission 
established under section 4 of the Act; 

“diesel fuel” means the meaning given to it under the international 
standard on petroleum terminology ISO 1998-1;1998; 

“Kenya Standard (KS)” means a specification or code of practice 
declared by the Council under section 9 of the Standards Act; 
“licence” means a licence issued by the Commission in accordance 
with these Regulations; 

“licensee” means the holder of a licence issued under these 
Regulations; 

"licensed" means licensed by the Commission; 
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"premises" includes any place and, in particular includes― 

any vehicle, vessel, aircraft or hovercraft, any installation on land 
including the foreshore and land intermittently covered by water, any 
offshore installation or any other installation whether floating, or 
resting on seabed or the subsoil thereof, or resting on other land 
covered with water or the subsoil thereof ; “production of bio-diesel 
for commercial purposes” means production of bio-diesel of more than 
5000 litres per annum; 

“production of bio-diesel for own use” means production of bio-
diesel of less than or equal to 5000 litres per annum; 

"retail in bio-diesel” means a form of distribution of bio-diesel  by 
which the bio-diesel in pure or blended form is customarily sold to 
consumers other than for the purpose of resale; 

"retailer" means a person regularly engaged in retail trade in bio-
diesel, or who participates in some act or set of acts of retail trade 
which is the subject of an action under these Regulations 

”store or storage” means to keep bio-diesel in any one place 
otherwise than is necessary in the ordinary course of transit; 

“Tribunal” means the Energy Tribunal established under section 8 
of the Act; 

"wholesale trade" means a form of distribution of bio-diesel by 
which bio-diesel in pure or blended form is customarily sold for the 
purpose of resale; and includes any act or set of acts of sale for either 
of those purposes which is the subject of an action under these 
Regulations;  

"wholesaler" means a person regularly engaged in wholesale trade 
in bio-diesel, or who participates in some act or set of acts of 
wholesale trade, which is the subject of an action under these 
Regulations. 

3. (1) A person shall not conduct a business of production, 
importation, storage, exportation, wholesale, transport or retail of bio-
diesel, except under and in accordance with the terms and conditions 
of a valid licence. Except that activities involving not more than 5000 
litres per annum meant for own purposes and not for sale shall not 
require a licence. 

 (2) No licence shall be granted for the production, importation, 
storage, exportation, wholesale, transport or retail of bio-diesel unless 
the site has been approved in accordance with the Physical Planning 
Act, No. 6 of 1996,the Environment Management and Coordination 
Act,No.8 of 1999 and the Local Government Act, Cap 265 and other 
applicable Kenya Laws. 

(3) No licence shall be granted for the production, importation and 
storage of bio-diesel in an installation unless the plans and 
specifications of such an installation have been approved by the 
Commission 

4 (1) A person shall not conduct a business of production of bio-
diesel for commercial purposes , except under and in accordance with 
the terms and conditions of a valid licence. 

(2)  Every application for the production of bio-diesel shall be     
accompanied by-(a) An environmental impact assessment licence 
issued in accordance with the Environmental Management and 
Coordination Act 1999; (b) Documentary proof to the satisfaction of 
the Commission that the manufacturing facility complies with health 
and safety standards  set out in the Occupational Safety and Health Act 
2007 and the Public Health Act Chapter 242; (c) A certificate of 
Compliance issued in accordance with  the Physical Planning Act 
1996; (d) Copy of approved drawings in accordance with the Local 
Government Act Chapter 265 with specifications; (e) Written 
description of the nature and quantity of bio-diesel to be produced 
indicating the sources of raw materials and the intended market 
outlets.

IMPORTANT NOTICE TO SUBSCRIBERS TO 
THE KENYA GAZETTE 

THE following notes are for the guidance of persons submitting “copy” for 
inclusion in the Kenya Gazette, Supplement, etc.: 

(1) The Kenya Gazette contains Notices of a general nature which do not 
affect legislation. They are, therefore, submitted to the Government 
Printer directly. 

(2) Legislative Supplement contains Rules and Regulations which are 
issued by the Central Government. Because of this, they must be 
submitted to the Government Printer through the office of the 
Attorney-General. 

(3) Bill Supplement contains Bills which are for introduction in the 
National Assembly. 

(4) Act Supplement contains Acts passed by the National Assembly. 

All “copy” submitted for publication should be prepared on one side of an 
A4 sheet no matter how small the Notice is, each page being numbered and 
should be typewritten with double spacing. Copy should be clear, legible and 
contain no alterations. 

Particular attention should be paid to the following points: 

(i) Signature must be supported by rubber-stamping or typing the name 
of the signatory in capital letters.  

(ii) Dates must be correct and filled in where necessary.  

(iii) Care should be taken to ensure that all headings to Notices and 
references to legislation are up to date and conform with the Revised 
Edition of the Laws of Kenya.  

EXTRACT FROM THE CODE OF REGULATIONS, SECTION D— 

Kenya Gazette 

“D 34. (1) Communications for the Kenya Gazette should reach the 
Government Printer not later than 9 a.m. on Friday of the week before 
publication is desired. The Government Printer will not publish communications 
received after that hour until the next subsequent issue of the Gazette. 

(2) Ministries will be required to pay for the Kenya Gazette and to meet the 
cost of advertising in it. 

It is emphasized that these notes are for guidance only, but it is requested 
that persons submitting copy for publication first satisfy themselves that such 
copy is complete in every respect.
